Pleckgate High School Mathematics and Computing College is a multicultural, 10 form
entry mixed comprehensive, pleasantly situated on the Northern outskirts of Blackburn.
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The town is on the edge of the Ribble Valley
and 45 minutes from Manchester City Centre
and only 1 hour from the stunning scenery of
the Lake District. Blackburn can easily be
accessed by the M6, M61 and M65 motorway
networks.

The current roll of Pleckgate High School Mathematics and Computing College is 1194.
The school is consistently oversubscribed with a history of high standards and has a very
good reputation within the local community. The large teaching staff (170+ teaching,
administrative, technical and learning support) is committed and caring and the school
has a calm and ordered approach to discipline.

A wide range of extra curricular activities takes place
including Outdoor Pursuits, Duke of Edinburgh scheme,
sports, drama, music and curriculum clubs.

The school achieved Specialist Status from September 2005 and is making excellent
progress towards the challenging targets we set ourselves. Major refurbishment took
place in the Mathematics and ICT areas which has since been extended to improve the
quality of the learning environment throughout the school. This has included a major
investment in ICT and by September 2008 all rooms were equipped with either integrated
Interactive Whiteboards or fixed projectors and screens. In addition to 5 discrete ICT
rooms, 4 other rooms and the library are fully equipped with computer facilities. A further
6 lapsafes each containing 30 laptops are situated in various parts of school.

We were delighted to receive the news
in December 2006 that Pleckgate will
feature as a total rebuild on its current
site in Wave 4 of Building Schools for
the Future. It is anticipated that the
brand new facilities will open in
September 2011. Planning is now well
underway and we hope to reveal the
exciting finalised design for the new
school in Summer 2009.
